PET HEALTH INFORMATION SHEET

We believe animal lovers are the best people in the world and you would not be here were you not an animal lover !   We have prepared this sheet to inform you of some health facts concerning your pet.  We try to run the best and cleanest kennel in Tallahassee.  We continually spray, scrub, and disinfect all our runs to prevent the spread of germs as much as possible.  
During their stay, your dog or cat could/will be exposed to many other animals.  The situation is very similar to a child being exposed to other children in a school or nursery where colds or flues are often spread around. There are certain things your dog or cat may contract or spread as a result of being exposed to other animals.
  Your veterinarian should inoculate your pets against any communicable diseases.  We require the yearly DHLPP shot, the Rabies shot and the Bordatella nose drops for Canine Bronchitis for dogs.  We require the FVRCPP and Rabies shot for cats.  We also recommend the feline leukemia shots.  Everyone knows what rabies is so let’s go on to some other diseases.

Distemper:   This is often a disease of young dogs.  Symptoms are coughing, runny nose and eyes, fever and eventually stumbling and paralysis.  Your vet will inoculate your puppy with a series of shots for this and adult dogs should have a yearly booster.

Parvovirus:  This is an intestinal disease which actually blocks off and destroys parts of the intestinal tract.  It is often fatal in young dogs under a year old.  Symptoms are vomiting, bloody diarrhea, high fever and listlessness.  We recommend once a year vaccinations for adult dogs and the once a month series for puppies under six months.

Parasites: These are various intestinal worms usually picked up from the stools of other infected animals.

1. Hook worms:  Usually show up as dark runny red, brown or even greenish stools.

2. Round worms:  Found mostly in puppies.  They are visible worms in the stool.
3. Tape worms:   Transmitted by flea bites.  They show up as small white rice-like segments in a fresh stool.
4. Whip worms:    Show up as a loose bright bloody red stool, often with a gelatin like consistency.
Heart worms:  These are worms that actually mature in the heart.  They resemble a mass of spaghetti which 

clog and strangle a dog’s heart.  The larvae state is carried in the mouth of a mosquito and a dog can be 

infected by one bite.  Pets can be kept on daily, monthly, or six month heartworm preventative.
Canine bronchitis:  Also commonly known as kennel cough.  This is a respiratory disease in dogs similar to a common cold in humans.  It is highly contagious but never very serious.  The symptoms are loud coughing, and gagging, often accompanied by some vomiting of mucus.  The dog rarely has a fever or quits eating.  If your dog starts coughing after he returns home this is most likely the case, so don’t be alarmed.  Administering children’s cough syrup can help ease the coughing.  Obtaining antibiotics from your veterinarian will speed up the recovery and prevent the dog from getting anything more serious.
